· Community Development Updates.
a. Wanda Moore shared a neighborhood that is at Elm Street and Derrick that's that was 

approved in 2022 but had a delay the It is in the Main Street district.  The development has 27 homes, some of them are alley loaded and the other ones that are front loaded. This brings a lot of green open spaces and allows people to walk downtown to add to our downtown ambience. We also got awarded a land and water conservation fund grant for our Rosenwald project in the amount of $500,000 dollars. We partnered with the Henry County art consortium, and we will be accepting the art for these projects next month. The Main Street staff, the mayor and Mr. Dannie will be attending a Rosenwald fundraiser and Locust Grove this month.
